Funeral Services Held at Franklin, Neb. Sept. 27

James Leslie Drummond, son of John Wm. And Adda Mae Drummond, was born June 5, 1892, in Martin Township, Smith County, Kansas, and departed from this life September 25, 1951 at the Memorial hospital, Smith Center, Kansas, at the age of 58 years, 3 months and 20 days.

All the years of his life were spent near the place of his birth until he moved to Franklin in 1947.  

Mr. Drummond served the public in official capacity for many years in Smith County, Kansa. And after moving to Franklin he continued to serve the public.  At the time of his death he was County Supervisor in Franklin County.

Mr. Drummond was an active member of the Reamsville I.O.O.F Lodge No. 530 where he has held many offices.  He was also an active member of the Reamsville Rebekah Lodge.

After a prayer at the Hutchins Funeral Home the funeral services were held in the First Methodist Church, Franklin, conducted by Rev. John R. Buckness.  T.R. Blank and Leslie L. Goldsbury sang two numbers, and Miss Alma Kleen played the organ.  The pallbearers were Jerry Paxton, Kenneth Kingsley, Fred Aikin, Harry Haskin, Mac Holthus, and Racnie Colburn.
