V. Kennedy in fee simple the mill property in Western suburbs of Stanford Lincoln County Kentucky conveyed to Carter by deeds from Pryce Howell and Mrs Gran Meshon recorded in the clerk's office of Lincoln County Court in Deed Book No Page and bounded on the north by the property of Mrs Mary Morgan and the property sold by Mrs Gran Mershon to J.N. James, east by street running through Dooleyville South by property of Alex Peyon & Geo W. Gentry west by property of Bright Harrison Hooker heirs and Sims property owned for a while by A.M. Pence.
