Henry William Moses was born in Bedford County, Pa., the tenth day of May. A.D. 1838. In 1854 came with his parents to Sandusky County, Ohio, where he resided until 1861. He was married July 4, A.D 1861 to Sarah Ickes. Their union was blessed with one child, Alida Elbin. His wife died Nov 8, A.D 1862. In 1864 he enlisted in the Civil Army and served till close of the war in the 3rd Ohio Cavalry. Was again united in marriage to Susanna Loose, of Raisinville, Mich. Sept 14, A.d. 1869. To them two children were born. Jennie May and Minnie Irene. Both preceded him to the spiritual world. Mr. Moses was converted, A.d. 1860 in the U.B church near Gibsonburgh, Ohio, of which he was a member for twelve years. Then joined the Evangelical Association at East Raisinville, and remained a faithful member of same till by letter with his wife, was united to the Methodist Episcolpal church, of Monroe, Mich., Sept. 8. A.D. 1901. He died at the asylum at Kalamazoo the fore part of last week and funeral Services were held from St. Paul’s M.E. church Friday afternoon at half after one. Rev. Mr. Whitford officiating.

Henry > Moses died Wednesday at Kalamazoo and was brought here for interment, which took place on Friday afternoon, the services being conducted by Rev. Whitford. He was subsequently joined the Evangelical association of East Raisinville, and in 1901 became a member of St. Pauls M.E church of this city.
