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	As a starting point for this "history" I copied W. Somers' genealogy of the Somers family from Wells' 1923 History of Barnet, as this was the most complete compilation to that date.  Warden's 1998 photocopy revision was then consulted, his sources re-verified from original sources, and the additional data inserted.

	At the end of the Somers' sketch in the 1923 printing, there is a possible fifth branch--which, in actuality, did not exist.  This John was a filing error by a contributor to the original writer:  John1 of this "5th" branch, b. 1740, and his children, are duplicates of the information for Claud1 and his children (pages 608�610).  John3, b. 1823, belongs on page 611 as John4, 11th child of (5) John3, per Ryegate's original birth records.

	The 1923 edition started out with the statement that two brothers married two sisters and four of the sons of these two unions settled in Barnet.  I set out to discover which of the four were brothers and which cousins.  The Scotch parish records were insufficient to the task (mothers are not listed in the Scotch Christening Records), both brothers had a son Robert and there is some doubt which Robert came to Barnet. Claud had two wives and a son of each (half-brothers) came to Barnet.  Further, the tradition that the brothers' wives were sisters appears disproven.

	The next logical task was to travel to area towns, and incorporate their Vital Records and the data from their gravestones.  Finally, where no other information was available, mentions of this family in area towns' histories has also been incorporated and so noted.  Source documentation for all information on this family is noted in brackets []'s; except that data in the original 1923 printing of the Barnet History for which proofs could no longer be found.



CONCERNING SCOTTISH NAMES, it should be noted that Jean/Jane/Jennett/ Jessie/Janet are all the same name, as are:  Elisabeth/Elizabeth/Eliz/ Elspet/Elspeth/Eliza/Isa/Bella/Belle/Isabella/Belle/Liz/Betty/Beth/Bess,Agnes/Senga/Nancy, and Sandy/Ecky/Alex/Elixander/Eliz/Elix (for men), etc.

	(In the preparation of these records of the Somers family of Barnet and else-where, the general outline prepared by Prof. Warrington4 Somers of Auburn, N. Y. has been followed, with additions by different members of the family, supplemented by such authentic data as could be gathered from various sources.  Yet the record is incomplete, still, enough is here given to enable any descendant of the pioneers to find his or her place in the family.——EDITOR, 1923.)  Updated in 1998 & 2016 from the vital records and gravestones of Barnet and surrounding towns.



	It is believed that all the various members of the Somers family now living in Barnet and vicinity, or who have lived here in the past two centuries, are descendants of two brothers, Claud0 and Bartholomew,0 who were b. in Scotland, ab. 1690 or 1700.  These two brothers were men of some standing, both being elders in the church of the Rev. Robert McCulloch, the noted Presbyterian divine.  The wives of these two men were sisters (challenged).  From these two men, four sons: Claud, Bartholomew, Hugh, and Robert were the founders of the four branches of the Somers family in Vermont.



	Cambuslang Parish records only give us the following for sisters married to Somers' during this timeframe:

	(which is not to say another marriage could not have occurred in a neighboring parish)  Now, since Claud1 and Hugh1 are sons of Claud0 by his two wives, Janet Cross and Ann Cummings; Bart1 is son of Bart0 by Marron Dinning; and Robert1 is either son of Claud0 by Janet Cross or son of Bart0 by Marron Dinning; and since Agnes Cumming m. July 17 1733 a John Summer (who d. 1741); it seems this tradition is disproven and only its "seeds" are corroborated.

This land he cleared, erected log buildings with his own hands and made his home there more than sixty years.  He had the usual hardships of the early settler.  It is related that after getting up the walls of his log house and while shaving shingles for the roof, working late into the night, he fell asleep by his bench and awakened in the morning covered with several inches of snow.  At another time cutting his foot badly while felling trees, he was obliged to crawl a long distance to a neigh-bor for help and while on his laborious journey a black bear was prevented from attacking him by the loud yells of the injured man.  In politics he was a Democrat.  In religious faith he was a Baptist, and attended the Baptist Church at Pas-sumpsic till near the end of his life.  His wife was a Presbyterian and at-tended the church at Barnet Center accompanied by her children.  Owing to this difference in faith the children were not baptized in infancy.

	He was called "Red Bart," from the color of his hair, to distinguish him from others who bore the same name.  Lived on the road from the Center to East Barnet now called "Little France Road".

Cambuslang, Scotland April 30, 1749 [LDS IGIcr "son of Bartholomew"].  Came to America 1771, Ryegate 1774, and Barnet ab. 1782 [RTH].  Elected Ensign in Captain Hall's Ryegate militia of Minute Men; received pay as a Sergt. in Captain Frye Bailey's Company which went to Saratoga Sept./Oct. 1777 [Vt. Rev. War Rolls].  His adventure in swimming the Hudson, with a man from New Hampshire, to capture boats with provisions for Bur�goyne's army is elsewhere related [p.51]. March 27, 1765; came to Haverhill[,Ma] about 1794, where he was very prominent at the bar, and built the house on the east side of the Common at the Corner where the Sloan family long lived.  He was considered one of the ablest lawyers in the state.  Just when he came to Barnet, or why he chose it as a place for the practice of law, are unknown.  He was twice married, his 2nd wife, Miss Eunice Stoddard dau. of Capt. Nathan Stoddard, a noted officer of the Revolutionary War, is said to have been 
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a lady of rare accomplishments.

STANLEY.



	I.  MATTHEW STANLEY of Hopkinton, N. H. is the earliest ancestor of whom the Barnet Stanleys have definite record.  There is a story current among many families of this name throughout New England to the effect that they are descended from a son of a certain Lord Stanley, Earl of Derby, who came to this country in the 17th century, as the result of a dispute with the old Earl, but this appears to be only a tradition which lacks positive proof.  Matthew Stanley came to Concord, N. H. about 1743 or 1744, coming probably from the vicinity of Haverhill, Mass.  He served in the French and Indian Wars.  About 1747 he settled in Hopkinton, N. H. and the records of this town show that he held various offices and that he was active in the affairs of the town and the church.  He was chosen moderator of the first town meeting held in Hopkinton, and at that time was elected on the first board of selectmen.  May 28, 1766, he was put on a "Committee to build the Boat (a ferry boat to be 'as big as Deacon Mirils fery Boat is at Concord') and take kear of it till our next annual meeting."  He and several of his sons pledged their fidelity to the American cause in 1776, but it is probable that he never lived to see his country gain her independence, as the town records do not contain his name after the above date.  His wife, as shown by an old deed recorded in Concord, was Mary Putney, dau. of Samuel Putney who was one of the proprietors of Hopkinton, and for whom that territory still known as Putney's Hill was named.  The Putney family originally came from Salem, Mass.  Matthew Stanley had a large number of children, nearly all of whom had families, many of whose descendants are living in Hew Hampshire and other New England States.  The children in order of their birth were:  Samuel, Joseph, John, Benjamin, Molly, William, Rebecca, Betty, Phineas, Jacob, Lucy, Matthew, Nathaniel.



	II.  Joseph Stanley, son of Matthew Stanley, was b. "in the Haverhill Province of the Massachusetts Bay," April 20, 1745.  He served in several of the campaigns of the Revolutionary War, first as a private, later as corporal, and at another time as quartermaster.  His full record is given in the Revolu-tionary rolls of N. H.  He m. Martha Rogers, probably about 1770.  It is probable that she came from Amesbury, Mass., although proof is lacking of this.  Joseph Stanley moved his family to Enfield, N. H. about 1778 or 1779.  Both Joseph Stanley and his wife were people with strong religious beliefs, and in later years he was known as "the Old Patriarch" because, as one of his de-scendants has expressed it, "he was so good."  At one time his wife joined the Shakers in Enfield, and so enthusiastic did she become in their work that
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
