"Deposition of Benjamin Pumroy taken before Thomas Rice, June 25, 1784 at the June term of Falmouth.

[, Benjamin Pumroy, aged 77 years testify and say that 47 years ago, | came to live in that part of the Eastern
Country, now called Pownalboro, and settled on alot of land now in the possession of Abijah Dickinson, which
land | purchased from Major Denny who then lived on Arrowsic Island, he then being agent to the Boston or
Wiscasset Co.

My brother William Pumroy at that time lived on alot of land now in the possession of Mrs. John Baker, which
he took some time before under the said Boston Company. This | know as | see his name as a settler in Major
Denny's book. | further say that since the time of my first settlement, |1 never heard anybody call the place which
is now called Hooper's Narrows, by the name of Cowsegan except those that called themselved Teppins Heirs,
who have lately given it that name. | also say that some years after | moved here my said brother William was
killed by the Indians in the Eastward signed by his mark**

Note:

William Pumroy came to Woolwich with the Robert Temple expeditions. He was killed by Indiansin 1758
,"Rabert Temple |1 brought Scotch-Irish people to this area and settled in Bath, then George town, Topsham
and Woolwich which they called Cork.

William Pumroy was killed May 12, 1758 by Indians and his son William age 14 years was captured by the
Indians. Thaddeus Davis was a grandson of William was also captured then.

By the deposition - Benjamin must have been born 1707 and came to Pownalboro in 1737. That would make
Benjamin born 1741 in Pownalboro the son of Benjamin (1707)."

A document on the Nequasset Cemetery, Woolwich, Sagadahoc Co., ME, shows the following: The oldest
stone: "Here lies the body of Richard Pomroy who died 10 Feb 1771, in the twenty-first year of hisage.” Old
Georgetown records say he was a son of Benjamin and Ann Pomeroy. He was their oldest child and had three
sisters, Deliverance, Ann, and Margaret.

It appears that this information is referring to Benjamin Pomeroy, Sr. and his wife Ann but has some errors as
to the number of children. Those who were Loyalists and went to New Brunswick (Benjamin and Richard) seem
to be either missed out or declared dead. Why a family would do this is strange but when the Revolutionary War
split families it must have done strange things to those left behind. (AEK - 2015]

It is being assumed that the Benjamin and Richard are brothers and son's of Benjamin Pomeroy, Sr. until
proven otherwise. The reason for thisis their close association in the Penobscott Loyalist document where the
two families appear to have been living together in some of the lists.

RICHARD POMEROY

After the death of his father according to the English custom, the oldest son Richard, inherited the property.
Richard wanted to see and knew more about his land, so he started out to locate it. We don't know how far he
got but the next we knew of him he was around Magaguadavic, where he stopped to recuperate, and most likely
like most men of the time was short of cash.

While here, he met an English lady, Mary Tufts and married her.

All of Richard's children were born at Magaguadavic. but family ties could not hold him and he longed for
adventures. He got all he bargained for. A few days after he and his band of men left home the big Miramichi
fire occurred and al of the band must have perished, as there was no chance for escape in this terrible forest
fire.

He had a brother who married one of Mary's sisters. This sister was a school teacher.

The Miramichi Fire of 1825 by LillisR. Zimmer

The fire which struck the Miramichi areain early October, 1825 was one of the largest, if not the
largest, recorded in New Brunswick history. It travelled along the Miramichi River and down the Nashwaak
Valley into Fredericton. Hardest hit, however, were the inhabitants of the Miramichi settlements. There were no
settlersin that region left untouched by its cruel forces. If they, themselves, escaped they were left with the
unpleasant chore of burying the dead, and finding a way to survive winter which was almost upon them.

The summer of 1825 was an unusually warm and dry one. It is recorded that some of the emigrants
coming to the United States, fell dead because of the heat, after having drank too much cold water.

Closer to home, it was reported that fires were very common throughout Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick. By mid-September most of the regions in Nova Scotia had received enough rain to nearly
exterminate all of these fires. The Miramichi, however, did not receive any rain at all during that summer,
although little hardship was felt from this due to the plentiful number if springs and other water supplies.

An eyewitness to the fire recorded that "the climate for two days previous was so intensely close and
warm that all doubts were removed as to some great fire existing in the woods."

By the afternoon of Friday the seventh of October 1825, at about 3:30, a broad and thick column of
smoke was seen rising at quite a distance in the northwest direction from Newcastle. Because of the distance of
the fire, and the number of other fires which had existed that summer, it did not alarm the people to any great
degree.

By about 7:00 pm a strong breeze was coming from the northwest, and the sky was darkening. At
about 8:00 pm the full force of the fire hit, creating its own hurricane. It took only minutes to spread throughout
the whole town.

The residents hurried to the river for safety, and clung to logs or rafts. Unfortunately, because of the
strong winds the water was rough, and many people were drowned when they fell into the violent waters.

The damage caused by the fire was intense. One account states that the fire covered over 4000 square
miles. It is known that this fire also reached Fredericton. In the House of Assembly which opened in January of
the following year, Lieutenant-Governor Howard Douglas speaks about the extent of the damage:
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Here, in the seat of Government, the loss, though great, has, mercifully been confined to property, but
in other quarters, the conflagration raged with more fatal fury.

In the town of Newcastle all but fourteen buildings were consumed. Among those destroyed were the
courthouse, church, barracks, and goal.

Douglastown was also practically destroyed. The mercantile establishment of Messr. Gilmour &
Rankin, Abrams & Co., along with their vessel was destroyed.

In Chatham hundreds of refugees sought comfort. A Man who had once been wealthy, had lost al. A
newspaper reported in February of 1826 that the total cost of the lossin Miramichi, exclusive of timber on
Crown Lands would amount to nearly £249,000.

But more drastic than the financial loss, was the loss of human life. The same newspaper reported
that at least 160 people had perished because of the fire, and that 3078 were suffering because of it. Other
accounts claim that at least 200 had died.

There are numerous accounts of casuaties. Everyone knew of people who had died. There were many
deaths within the towns, but more so in the remote areas of the woods, where small farms, and logging camps
were consumed. A poem written about the fire makes reference to some of the deaths that the poet knew of. He
mentions thirteen families who live in back of Gretna Green, and of sixty more at Black River who were killed
by the fire. He also says that there were six men working on the Nor’ west that were unable to escape. Their
bodies were found about two miles from their camp.

A calamity of this degree has an odd effect on the people involved. Many were convinced that this
was the day of the Divine judgement. John Jardine captured this mood in his poem.

Some say it was because the people's
Sins did rise to mountain high,
Which did ascend up to Jehovah,

He would not see and justify.

It is also recorded that during the fire, within the manse in Chatham, Reverend Thompson could be
found with terror stricken women who clung to his neck and his knees, and begged him to pray, for they felt
that the last day had come.

Despite some people's fears that this was the last day, there were many who survived. Life still
continued, and they had to begin picking up the pieces around them. Being late in the year, they had to hurry to
organize themselves to be able to withstand the coming winter.

Several Meetings were held on October 11, 1825. A meeting for the public was held at the house of
Mr. George Johnston in Chatham. They decided to set up a committee to assess the needs of the area and its
inhabitants, consisting of: Thomas H. Peters, John Wright, Francis Peabody, Joseph Cunard, John M. Johnston,
Richd. Blackstock, John Clark, Alexr. Rankin, Alexr. Fraser, Jr., James Ledden, and George Taylor (Esquires).

They also resolved to establish communications with Fredericton, Saint John, Pictou, Prince Edward
Island, and Quebec to inform them of their catastrophe and to solicit help.

Perhaps their most solemn resolution was to set in motion the steps necessary for the appropriate
buria of their dead.

Unfortunately, because of the number of dead, and lack of funds, many of the burials were very
simple. The bodies of some of the dead were carried to the graveyard in a common box cart, sometimes without
even the blessing of a priest. In some places the bodies were just roughly thrown into a hole in the ground and
covered over. In Douglastown twenty seven bodies were reported to be buried in this fashion.

A committee meeting was also held that day, at the same place. Those in attendance were: Thomas H.
Peters, Francis Peabody, Alexander Davidson, Richard Blackstock, Chris Clark, William Joplin, John M.
Johnson, Isaac Perley and Douglas Thompson.

They decided to established a quorum of three people, who each day at 10:00 am, were to meet at the
office of the Secretaries to do the necessary business of the committee. Joseph Cunard was appointed treasurer
of the committee.

Some of the other ideas discussed at this meeting, over-lapped with some of the resolutions made at
the General Sessions, which was also held that same day. The session consisted of a group of Justices of the
Peace. They were: Alexander Davidson, John Fraser, Lewis Henry, Wm. Joplin, Chr. Clarke, John T. Williston,
James Abbott, and John Nesmith.

One item of business was to consider what steps should be taken to preserve public peace. One of the
problems resulting from the fire was that since there was no longer ajail, they needed to find another way of
assuring that crime did not get out of hand. They decided that additional military forces would be needed to
enforce the laws and protect what property remained.
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They also needed to find provisions for the inhabitants. It was getting late in the year and haste had to
be made to insure that these provisions arrived before it would be too late for shipsto navigate the river to
deliver the supplies.

One immediate step they took was to request that the ship, LAGUENAY, which was carrying aload
of wheat, but was till in port, undergoing repairs, be detained to feed the people.

Another step they took was to nominate William Joplin to go to Headquarters, on behalf of the area,
to see the Lieutenant Governor. There he was to inform the council of the conditions that existed in the region
and to try to obtain aid and instructions.

William Joplin went before the Lieutenant Governor on October 15.30 Here he was told that he had
been appointed by the Lieutenant Governor to go to Quebec to procure provisions and clothing for the people
who needed relief on the Miramichi.

He was urged to operate with all speed in hisdoings. First of all he was to report to the Governor
General at Quebec and deliver any dispatches which he had been entrusted with.

He was then to purchase 1000 barrels of flour, and 500 barrels of pork, along with blankets and
clothing not exceeding the amount of £750. He was then to have these articles shipped to the Miramichi, where
they were to be put in the charge of the committee to be distributed as speedily as possible.

Hisinstructions also stated that the Lieutenant Governor was hopeful that those in Quebec who heard
of this great disaster would subscribe to the relief of the inhabitants. Joplin was expected to communicate by
letters with the Lieutenant Governor as to the outcome of his negotiations at Quebec. He was instructed to apply
any money received towards paying for supplies. All the balance owed, was to be charged to the New Brunswick
government.

Besides these steps taken to obtain aid, many individuals wrote private letters to friends and relatives
who lived in other North American cities.

When these pleas for help from the committee and from individuals were received, there was a
general feeling of cooperation as the attempted to help.

In Halifax, they began circulating handbills throughout the town, which called for a meeting at the
County Court House on Sunday 16 of October. They established their own committee comprising of: S. Deblois,
James Tobin, Samuel Cunard, N. Russell, and John Clark, Esquires, who were in charge of receiving
subscriptions and directing the distribution.

They resolved a number of things at this meeting. First of al they decided that they would send
provisions and articles to the store of Messrs. Deblois & Mitchell. Also they decided to give the money from the
following Sunday's collections from various churches, towards the relief of the sufferers on the Miramichi. They
too would write letters to other areas seeking aid.

The Miramichi fire was even on the agenda of the Legidlative and Executive Council of Nova Scotia,
where it was agreed to send His Majesty's Ship, ORESTES, and three schooners, ACTIVE, ALBIN, and
ELIZABETH, to the Miramichi with provisions and clothing. They too, established a committee which wasin
charge of obtaining food and clothing.

From Halifax it is estimated that at least £2999 was raised. Other communities also helped out. It is
recorded that Pictou, and Saint John raised £250 and £5000 respectively.

M eetings pertaining to helping the sufferers of the fire were also held in such areas as L unenburgh,
Newport, Antigonish, etc., and they al sent aid.

But the aid did not come from the Maritimes alone. Newfoundland sent £700, and Quebec sent £6000
(including clothing and provisions.) Even some of the cities in the United States, such as Boston and New Y ork
sent aid.

In Fredericton, they also took steps to help those who were suffering. It has previously been
mentioned that the Lieutenant Governor sent Joplin to seek help.

On October 27 his Excellency, Lieutenant Governor Douglas arrived at the home of Reverend Mr.
Bacon in Chatham. He was there to visit the poor and the widowed. He wished to try to comfort them, and to
report that aid was on its way.

Douglas aso requested aid from the British Nation on behalf of these people.

Although it required a great deal of effort, the towns were soon on their way to recovering. In the
1830's one person wrote:

Newcastle like a Phoenix has risen from its ashes; and now blossoms over its original site with
renewed beauty. A larger, as well as handsomer Douglastown, has emerged from the ruins of the old one; and
Moorsfields, Bartigog, Napan & C. also display an equal share of general renovation.

There were few better known men in the St. Croix valley than Joseph Donald, whose long and useful career
on this earth was closed at two o'clock Sunday afternoon at his home at Dufferin. He died as he had lived at
peace with God and man , and in the hope of immortality beyond the grave.

Mr. Donald was born at Sunderland Barracks, October 22nd 1806 and spent his boyhood days in
Workington, County of Cumberland, England. He came to this country in 1826, in the brig "Edgar," of
Whitehaven, England. In his 22nd year he married Elizabeth Mary Thornton, daughter of Matthew and Sarah
Thornton, who died some years ago. Mr.& Mrs. Donad brought up alarge family of children, of whom there
are surviving: Joseph Donald, Jr., British Columbia; Robert T. Donald, Dufferin; Mrs Isabella A. Brown,
Boston; Mrs Charlotte Hendershot, Dufferin; and Mrs. Amanda A. Libby, Dufferin. Mr. Donald ably
represented Charlotte county in the Provincial Legislature and served the Parish of Dufferin for many years as
Commissioner of the Parish Court. But perhaps the most valuable service he rendered the people of St. Croix
was the freely given knowledge of fruit and flower culture, of which he was the pioneer in the section, and in
which science he was highly skilled.

During this period of service he won areputation as the leading instructor of radio journalism in the
Maritimes and many of Canada's top newsman owe their start to his consideration.

In addition to heading the Radio Atlantic News Department, Mr. Knowles also served as a director of the
Radio Television News Directors Association of America. And for a number of years was Fredericton
correspondent for the Telegraph-Journal.

Mr. Knowles was well known to countless government and public officials and earned their respect with his
conscientious reporting of facts and analytical approach to opinion writing. To the general public he was best
known for his editorial program., "Larry Looks At. The News', which was heard daily by thousands of people
throughout the Atlantic Provinces.

Mr. Knowles was a past president of the Fredericton branch of the New Brunswick Fish and Game
Protective Association.

He was a member of the Brunswick Street United Baptist Church in Fredericton and served as chairman of
the church’s constitution committee and a member of its board of trustees and board of finance.
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Heis survived by hiswife, the former Evelyn Smith of St. Stephen and one daughter, Barbara, Mrs. Melvin
Williams of Calgary.

Mildred (or Millie) was the daughter of Harvey and Sara (Taylor) Caldwell of Pomeroy Ridge. The third of ten
children, including two sets of twins, she was predeceased by her brothers, Ralph (Vira), Roscoe, Harold
(Hilda), Philip (Marjorie), and Maurice (Lois) and by her sisters Marion (Ralph) Bartlett, Lillian (Maynard)
Dick, Julia (Acker) McNabb, and Phyllis (Phil) Weatherby.
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In 1928 at 17 she married Alex Hovey (1905 - 1963) of Canoose. Mildred is survived by daughters Marjorie
Graham of Mount Forest, Ontario, and Carol Cunningham (Jack) of Fredericton; daughter-in-law Annie Hovey
of Old Ridge; 13 grandchildren - Neil, Lynn, Carl, Gordon, Mark, David, and Tim Hovey, Kathy Myring,
Sheryll Veidemanis, Sandra Campbell, Mike Graham, Gary Colford, and Linda Arseneault; 17 great
grandchildren, and 10 great great grandchildren (with twins on the way).

Like many of her era, her life was defined by work. In early years, for instance, she did washing for the famous
Richard Crooks family who summered at Loon Bay. She carried water from the well, heated it in atub on the
stove, and washed and wrung out the sheets by hand. She earned 10 cents a sheet.

In the late 1940's she cooked at Longfellow's Loon Bay Camps on the Maine side of the St. Croix River, about
six miles from Canoose. She would cross by boat at Loon Bay, which, of course, wasillegal even then. After
getting caught on that side, she began working as cook at Welock's Loon Bay Lodge on the Canadian side. She
spent most days and nights there from April when fishing season opened until the end of November when
hunting season ended. She would be up at 6 am. to make breakfast for the guests and pack their and the guides
lunches. Dinner was served at 7 p.m. with cleanup ending about 9 p.m. Those nimble fingers were ever moving -
kneading dough, shaping cloverleaf rolls, crimping pie crusts. Her pies were spectacular, her meals alarge part
of what kept the guests returning year after year. "Millie" even made the New Y ork Timesin guest Jack
Randolph's column. She worked at Loon Bay for about 25 years and had wonderful friends among the the
guides, the guests, her co-worker Hilda Scott, and the Welocks.

She was never idle. She loved to quilt, sew, crochet and braid rugs - a mender of the worn and torn. She knit
many sweaters for Cottage Craft in St. Andrews; there are certain to be sweaters till with the label "Handmade
by Mildred Hovey." She loved "berrying" and preserving. She belonged to the UCW and the WI and was forever
baking for suppers and food sales. The work done by women like her in support of their local churches can't be
overstated.

She dearly loved her home in Canoose and spent 70 years there working tirelessly painting, papering, patching,
and planting. No job was too "manly"” for her to tackle; from mending aroof or chimney to painting the exterior
of her house. After Alex's death in 1963, she closed up the house for the winter months and worked as caregiver
for the elderly.

She was a keeper of records and journals and news clippings. She kept arecord of all guests at Loon Bay Lodge,
the room they stayed in, the guide they had, and how much they tipped. She left a priceless gift of diaries from
1938 until the late '90's when her eyesight began to fail. They chronicle day-to-day life on a small subsistence
farm, the deaths and births in the area, and when she first heard the peepers each spring. They paint a picture of
the work required as the seasons changed and the surprising amount of visiting that was common in days of
poor roads, rickety vehicles, and no telephones. There was no mention of the sorrows and hardships, which
were many.

She enjoyed poems, especially those with a good rhyme and a good story like "The Cremation of Sam Magee."
At 96, she surprised her family by reciting a 180-line poem no one had heard before - "Margery Grey, A Legend
of Vermont."
