First:  I desire and so will that my beloved wife Mary Vanbevers shall have all of the household and Kitchen furniture.

Second:  I desire that my executor hereinafter named shall sell all of my real estate and after Converting same into money shall distribute same as herein after directed.

Third:  I desire and will that James Vanbevers shall have in addition to the other provisions of this will:  one lot in Middlesboro, Kentucky, to wit: Lot 23 B21 - S.E.

Fourth:  I desire that my executor shall Collect all debts, Judgments, Notes and now owing to me and after paying my funeral expenses and all other Just debts, shall divide the remainder as follows:

I will that my beloved wife Mary Vanbever shall receive One half of all My estate that the remainder be Equally divided among all my children if they be living at my death and if any of them are dead that the amounts of their shares shall be Equally divided among their Children: except as shall be hereinafter set out.

EWING A. VAN BIBBER

VAN BIBBER, EWING A., born in Kentucky about 1813, enrolled in Callaway County, Missouri, and mustered in, age 32, at Ft. Leavenworth, June 24, 1846, to serve one year during the war with Mexico as Corporal, Captain Charles B. Rogers' Company H, 1st Missouri Mounted Infantry; the Regiment, under command of Colonel Alexander W. Donipan, left Fort Leavenworth, June 26, and arrived at Santa Fe, New Mexico, August 18, 1846; Company H. marched down the Rio Grande and on November 24 arrived at Valverde, the rendezvous for the invasion of Chihuahua; after a fight at Brazito, arrived with other troops at El Paso on December 27, 1846.

The expedition under Colonel Doniphan left El Paso February 8, defeated the Mexican Army at the battle of Sacramento, February 28, and arrived at the City of Chihuahua on March 1, 1847; left Chihuahua April 25 and arrived at Parras May 14; marched from there via Saltillo to Camargo on the Rio Grande where he was promoted to Commissary Sergeant on May 29; the Company muster-out roll shows him on detached services from May 30, 1847, to drive horses to Missouri, the Regiment being ordered to take water transportation to New Orleans and thence up the Mississippi to St. Louis.

Came from Colusa County, California, to Arizona, early in 1863, late in October of that year he and Theodore Green Rusk were with Henry Wickenburg when the Vulture mine was first discovered and on November 24 they and three others posted a location notice thereon but nothing further was done; on May 9, 1864, Wickenburg relocated the ledge and proceeded, with the help of four other miners, to take out ore from which gold was extracted by arastras located on the Hassayampa River;  Van Bibber was not a party to a law suit in which Judge Joseph P. Allyn decided in October, 1864, that Theodore Green Rusk had acquired no interest in the property but later derived a benefit according to a communication from Prescott printed in the Sacramento Union of April 11, 1866, which reported that Wickenburg had received $25,000 in cash for 300 feet of the Vulture lode and then stated;


There were other persons beside Wickenburg who laid claim to the feet sold, and one of them, Major Van Bibber of Colusa County, received some $10,000 to quit his claim.

The following references to him where printed in the Prescott Arizona Miner:

October 20, 1866  --  Beaver Valley, on Ash creek and southwest from Woolsey's ranch about 18 miles, is likely to be well settled.  Among those who have taken up ranches there, and propose to improve them at once, are Messrs. John A. Rush, Major Van Bibber, Dr. Alsap, John M. Boggs, John P. Osborn, Berry Dodson, Theodore Boggs and Wormsley.  The climate is much milder than in Prescott, and the soil is very rich.

September 12, 1867  --  A few days since, 64 Indians visited Boggs and Van Bibber's ranch on the Agua Fria and seemed to be very friendly.  They are the same whose chiefs were lately at Fort Whipple.  On Sunday some Indians stole a mule from Mr. Dickason, at Leonora valley.

September 19, 1867  --  Major Van Bibber, who has been sick nigh unto death, is now past the crisis, and feeling much better.  The Major has had a hard time of it, and we hope he soon may be all right again.

Died at Prescott, A.T., October 1, 1867, aged 55; the following is extracted from an obituary published in the Miner:

VAN BIBBER, EWING A.

He was an old resident of California and, was, likewise, a pioneer of Arizona, having come here early in '63.  He was always to be found in the van of civilization, and had all the good qualities of the American pioneer.  We, who knew his jovial and kind disposition, mourn his loss and will treasure his memory.

SHOT TO DEATH IN A LOTHBURY CAFÉ
Old Quarrel with Baylor Rowlett is Renewed:

Man who did shooting claims he had been threatened.

An old quarrel, which had its inception in a fight and a subsequent shooting two years ago, again flared up Saturday night to cause the death of Bud Yoakum, 35, who was shot twice and killed almost instantly.

Yoakum was shot by Rowlett as he walked into the Palace Café on Depot Avenue shortly after 7 o'clock.  Yoakum, according to Lillie Poe, who is said to be a friend of Rowlett, and who was seated with him at a table in the café, walked toward the table where she and Rowlett were seated, and, addressing Rowlett, "I will shoot your ______ brains out."

The woman made this statement under oath before the coroner's inquest held shortly after the tragedy.  According to the woman and Rowlett, who discussed his case rather reluctantly with a news reporter as he sat in a cell at the Middlesboro Police Station, Rowlett jumped to his feet when he heard Yoakum addressing him and began firing.  Three shots were fired, only two of which took effect.  One of the bullets struck Yoakum in his right wrist and the other in his right side.  Rowlett told a news reporter that he had always feared Yoakum, who, he said, had often threatened him "to get him."

"I was always fearing trouble with Yoakum.  He had threatened 'to get me' several times since he shot me two years ago."

Yoakum raced from the café after he was shot and ran into an adjoining pool room.  Chief Ball, who was only a short distance from the scene of the shooting, on hearing the shot, ran to the café.  He saw Yoakum coming from the café, and, thinking that he was the one who did the shooting, caught him with the intention of placing him under arrest.  However Chief Ball immediately saw that the man had been fatally wounded and was making preparations to rush him to a physician when Yoakum sank into the chief's arms and expired.

Rowlett was arrested a short distance from the Police Station where he was on his way to surrender - contrary to statements made in behalf of Rowlett, friends of Yoakum declared that he was attacked without provocation Saturday night and had said nothing to Rowlett to cause the shooting.

Poe Declares Victim made no Threats against Rowlett.
Funeral Services for Bud Yoakum, who was shot to death Saturday Night in the Palace Café on Lothbury Avenue by Baylor Rowlett, were held from the home Monday afternoon., the services being conducted by the Reverend W. K. McClure.  Burial was in the Hurst Cemetery.

A different version of the shooting from the one given yesterday by the accused and Lillie Poe to a news reporter, was told to the news reporter Tuesday by Poe, proprietor of the Palace Café, where the shooting occurred.  Mr. Poe stated that he was in his place of business when Yoakum came in, and asserted that no words were spoken between Yoakum and Rowlett just proceeding with shooting.  Mr. Poe said that Yoakum walked into the café and ordered a soft drink and a sandwich without speaking to Rowlett, who was seated at a table.  He said that Yoakum had his back turned to Rowlett when the shooting began, and continued out of the restaurant with his back to Rowlett after he had been fatally wounded.

Friends and members of Yoakum's family stated Tuesday that the statement made in the news Monday was given out by Rowlett to the effect that he had been shot by Yoakum two years ago was an error.  It was stated that Yoakum and Rowlett had been close friends up to a short time ago when an argument arose between the, but the trouble was never considered of a serious nature.  Friends and members of the Yoakum family recounted to the news this morning a difficulty in which Yoakum was involved and which occurred at Harlan about three or four years ago.  It was stated that Yoakum, in attempting to intervene and stop trouble between a man named Bailey and another man, was shot by Bailey, who, in turn, was shot by Yoakum.  However, it was stated that Yoakum had never engaged in a shooting affray with Rowlett and had had no serious trouble with him up to the fatal shooting Saturday night.  Yoakum, his friends declared, was un-armed Saturday night when he was shot, and was in no position to precipitate a fight.

MRS. F. A. ESTILL

Frances Ann Hudnall, daughter of Julia Ann Hewitt and Samuel Hudnall, was born in Bedford county, Virginia, April 11, 1835, and died in Tulsa, Okla., December 27, 1920, being at the time of her death 85 years, 9 months and 16 days old.

Mrs. Estill was the oldest of five children, and at the age of 2 years came to Missouri with her father, mother, brothers and sisters and settled on Loutre, about three miles northwest of Mineola.

On September 9, 1852, she was married to Isaac VanBibber Estill, the great, great grandson of Daniel Boone, and with whom she lived happily till his death November 19, 1895.  To this union was born twelve children, five having preceded her to the grave, viz.: Eudora, Augusta, Joshua, Edna and Lela.  She leaves to mourn her loss, one sister, three daughters and four sons, sixteen grandchildren and four great grandchildren.  The surviving children are Mrs. Jno. N. Worland of Montgomery City, Mo., Charles W. Estill of Martinsburg, Mo.; Samuel J. Estill, of Colorado Springs, Colo.; Mrs. Harry Campbell, of Tulsa, Okla.; Mrs. Thos. Gardner, of Oakland, Calif.; Anthony Estill, of Taft, Calif.; and Jesse M. Estill, of Bartle, Calif.  Her sister is Mrs. Kittie Hoffman of Fulton, Mo., and the only surviving member of her family.

In 1869 Mrs. Estill united with the Mr. Horeb Baptist church in Callaway county and was baptized by Rev. Bibb.  In 1883 Mr. and Mrs. Estill moved to Westport where they resided nine years, and then moved to Tipton, Mo., where they lived till Mr. Estill's death. CERTIFICATE IN LIEU OF LOST OR DESTROYED

DISCHARGE CERTIFICATE
TO ALL WHOM IT MAY CONCERN:

KNOW YE, That Robert Vanbever, a Sergeant of Company A, Fourth Regiment of Kentucky, Infantry, Volunteers, who was enrolled on the fourteenth day of June, one thousand eight hundred and ninety eight, at Middlesboro, Kentucky, to serve two years was Honorable Discharged from the service of the United States on the twelfth day of February one thousand eight hundred and ninety-nine, by reason of muster out of the company.

This Certificate is given under the provisions of the Act of Congress approved July 1, 1902, "to authorize the Secretary of War to furnish certificates in lieu of lost or destroyed discharged," to honorably discharged officer or enlisted man or their widows, upon evidence that the original discharge certificate has been lost or destroyed, and upon the condition imposed by said Act that this certificate "shall not be accepted as a voucher for the payment of any claim against the United States for pay, bounty, or other allowances, or as evidence in any other case."
