                George Clair Beckwith
ARTHUR AND GEORGE BECKWITH
The finest family trees have their roots deep in the soil.  Greatness and stability spring out of the ground and, without mother earth, life would be barren.  The Beckwiths have good reason to be proud of their family tree and their connection with the soil.  The father of Arthur and George Beckwith was Byron De La Beckwith, who was born November 10, 1872, in Louisville, Kentucky, on a farm and at the age of four came to California with his parents settling on a farm at Hanford.  When he was seventeen, Byron went to Porterville and worked on a farm until he was twenty-four.  Later he came to Woodland where he was foreman on several ranches, built a home, married and raised a family of fine children.  At one time Mr. Beckwith was the owner of the Woodland Dairy.  Byron married Clara Fowler who was born February 2, 1877, in Woodland.  She is the daughter of John E. and Rose Hiller Fowler.  Her father farmed and owned with his brother, Nelson, a thousand acres which was part of the Conoway Ranch, and they were noted for their fancy vegetables which they sold in Sacramento and Yolo Counties.  The parents of John were Hester and William Fowler who crossed the plains in a covered wagon in the early fifties.  Rose Hiller was the daughter of Samuel Hiller, early and well known settler of the Madison District, who donated the land where the old Cottonwood School was built.  When John Fowler died on March 4, 1884, Rose Fowler married Henry LePage.

Arthur, born December 20, 1901, and George born February 22, 1903, were educated in the public schools of Woodland.  September 19, 1925, Arthur married in Sacramento, Cora Schaublin, who was born April 3, 1905, in Missouri, and came west with her parents when she was seventeen.  They have five children:  Dolores, born July 18, 1928 in Woodland; Arthur, born June 21, 1930 in Bryte; Jeanette, born June 7, 1932 in Woodland; Everette, born July 25, 1933 in Woodland; and Shirley, born June 25, 1935 in Woodland.  George married Elizabeth Rugginburg on July 19, 1930, and they have four children:  Marietta, January 28, 1931; Laura Jane, June 25, 1932; Clare, October 10, 1935; all these children were born in Woodland.  A son, George, was born November 12, 1937, in Sacramento.

Today the Beckwith Brothers at Bryte are well known in Yolo and Sacramento Counties because of their enterprise and business ability.  The Beckwith Brothers Sand and Gravel Company is one of Yolo County's youngest but healthiest enterprises.  They have had long experience in the gravel and construction business.  Arthur started when young with the Clark and Henery Construction Company of Sacramento and later was foreman of the Perkins Sand and Gravel Company of Sacramento for several years.  For the past fourteen years he has lived in Bryte.

George lives in Broderick and has been engaged in mechanical work, sand, and gravel work and concrete construction for the most of his life.  He was also formerly with the Perkins Company.

Just a year ago the Beckwiths started in business on their own.  They did not have much equipment, but they had enterprise, initiative, and ability.  With only one small hoist and a two-drum winch designed and built by themselves, they began.  The secret of their immediate success was their mechanical ability in constructing all their own equipment.  Last August, they built a drag line on Putah Creek near Davis which handles a yard of gravel a minute.  Headquarters were established at Bryte, near the subway just off the river road where the equipment is kept, and their equipment is increasing rapidly.  At present, the Beckwiths are engaged in building loading facilities at their central plant for they are supplying an ever increasing territory with sand and gravel, which proves they not only work in sand, but have plenty of it in their system, which shows up in their amazing mechanical and business ingenuity.  Clara Fowler Beckwith raised ten children and can be well proud of them.  Bert Beckwith of Brooks, Yolo County, who married Mae Lewis of Madison, a daughter, Vera, who married Mr. Olmstead of Woodland, and Hazel, who married James A. Hoagland of Knights Landing, are among the children.  Clara lives with her son, George, in Broderick.  The Beckwith family will long be remembered in the annals of Yolo County.

GEORGE REEG LOSES LIFE IN SCIOTO 

ON FIRST NIGHT OF WORK

Within a few hours after he had accepted a position last night as watchman, of the huge engine the N. & W. is using to put down piling at the Vera bridge just north of the city, George Reeg, 1616 Grandview avenue fell off the barge on which the engine was moored and was drowned in the Scioto river.  So crystal-like are the waters of the Scioto because of it's extreme shallowness near the Eastern Bridge that Reeg's lifeless and unscarred body was found shortly after the men engaged in doing the piling reported for work this morning.

Mr. Reeg's coat and hat had been deposited on a board running across the west end of the barge, which was anchored near the pier that is being rebuilt and when the workmen arrived this morning they felt certain that Reeg had been drowned.  A raft was hurriedly thrown together out of heavy timbers that were available and a search was begun for the missing man which was quickly ended by the find of Reeg's corpse.

Could See Body In Clear Water.

The body was found swirling around in the water and within 20 feet of the spot where Mr. Reeg went down.  His head was perhaps four feet from the surface of the water and his feet were within a foot of it.  By the aid of a long pole to which had been attached an improvised hook make of a rod of iron Mr. Reeg's body was towed to the barge and held there until Coroner Robe could be notified.

When workmen attempted to figure out a plausible theory as to how Reeg fell into the Scioto river they found his finger prints on the lower side of the barge.  They were plainly visible and were grease-stained as Reeg was in charge of the big engine and was compelled to use oil.  The finger prints showed clearly that the unfortunate man made a desperate but unsuccessful effort to save himself after he had stumbled, and fell into the river.

The theory was advanced that he was unable to pull himself up being unable to swim and that he fell back from sheer exhaustion and met death in the treacherous Scioto.

Verdict Was "Accident."

The body was not removed from the Scioto until Coroner Robe reviewed it and examined several witnesses.  Convinced that Reeg met death by accidental drowning Coroner Robe notified the dead man's relatives and returned to Portsmouth.

Just a short time ago Reeg gave up a position at the N. & W. Terminals, which he held for six years to take one on the west end of the Vera bridge, which is being rebuilt.  Tuesday he was asked if he would take the night job of keeping up the fires under the boilers of the engine used to put down the piling and he accepted it at once.

Fate played a cruel trick on him as Reeg was drowned the first night at work.  It is presumed that he went to his death between the hours of 3 o'clock and 6:30 this morning. At 3 o'clock Bud Yeager, operator in the Vera tower called to Reeg and he answered back that everything was alright.  That was the last word heard from Reeg.  Three hours later his lifeless body was hauled out of the Scioto.

Clell Hiles of Duck Run, Rush Township, had been in charge of the engine.  He switched to the west end of the bridge Tuesday and his position was taken by Reeg.

Mr. Reeg Was Fine Citizen.

Mr. Reeg was 44 years old last October.  Besides his wife, Mrs. Ella Jeffords Reeg he leaves one son Burgess, aged 15 and his aged parents, Nicholas and Catherine Reeg, who reside with their son.  He also leaves one brother, Louis Reeg of Stockdale.  A few years ago the Reeg boys and their father operated a steam laundry on Seventh street east of Chillicothe. Mr. Reeg was a splendid citizen in every way and the news of his tragic death will be learned with genuine regret.  He left home at 5 o'clock Tuesday afternoon in his usual good spirits.  He was a little enthusiastic about his new job as he like to be around machinery, having a disposition that was compatible with mechanism.  He asked his wife to hurry the supper along despite the intense heat as he was anxious to go to work.  He left his home at 5:15 on what proved to be his farewell trip.  Mr. Reeg was strictly a home man and did not seek fraternal honors.  When not a work he was at home and was proud of his interesting family and his pretty little cottage on Grandview avenue.  Mr. Reeg was a brother-in-law of Corney Jeffords.

Mr. Reeg was employed under Foreman Orville Shively, who gave him a splendid recommendation as a steady and reliable man.  "That is why we wanted Mr. Reeg to take care of our engine" said Mr. Shively to a Times man, who visited the scene of the drowning Wednesday morning.  "We knew he was faithful and would always be on the job."

The funeral services will probably be held Thursday, but no definite arrangements have been made.  Mrs. Reeg has made a request that friends refrain from sending flowers.

MOTHER'S PREMONITION PROVED TRUE BY THE

NEWS OF CHARLES JEFFORDS' DEATH

When the family were sitting at the evening meal at the home of Mrs. and Mrs. Charles Jeffords, 633 Sixth street, Friday evening, Mrs. Jeffords suddenly remarked that she knew that her son Charles was dead. Before any one could reply the door bell sounded and a telegram was received from Washington stating that Pvt. Charles Joseph Jeffords had been officially reported killed in action, Nov. 1, 1918 while fighting for his flag in France.

Last Monday night, a sister of Pvt. Jeffords, Mrs. C. W. Russell had a dream.  She thought that both her brothers had been brought home dead and were in caskets side by side in the front room of the home.

Pvt. Jeffords was born in Portsmouth, May 22, 1893 and had been an employee of the Excelsior Shoe Plant for the past fourteen (sic.) years.  At the time of his departure for Camp Sherman, July 25, 1918 he was assistant credit man at the plant.  Jeffords was given a short period of training at

Camp Sherman and sent to Camp Mills where he remained two weeks.  Early in September he sailed overseas with Co., K, 336 Regiment.

He leaves his parents, three sisters, Mrs. Reed Rowe, Baird avenue, Mrs. C. W. Russell, and Alma Jeffords, Sixth Street; one brother Corporal Fred Jeffords who is in training at Wilbur Wright Field, Dayton, to mourn the death of a gallant hero.

Pvt. Jeffords was a member of St. Mary's church and a faithful member of the Knights of Columbus and Knights of St. George.

Pvt. Anthony Billian who was officially reported as killed in action on Nov. 2, 1918 and Pvt. Jeffords who were life long friends and boon companions fought in their first battle together. The boys left for Camp Sherman one month apart but went to France on the same vessel. According to a letter recently written by Pvt. Jeffords, he stated that if Billian was killed he wanted to be killed also as they wanted to return together or not at all.

Both young men were well known in the city and their many friends will be grieved to learn of their deaths although they died for their county and for a noble cause.
