Pocotaligo, 76.3m (5alt. 317 pop.) is a tiny village whose history goes back to the earliest settlement of the section, when one of the large towns of the Yamasee Indians and an Indian trading post were here.  The first blow of the massacre of 1715 was struck here, several hundred whites being killed.  Others, warned by a wounded seaman who swam across the Pocotaligo River, escaped by fleeing to a vessel that lay in Port Royal harbor.  Being on the direct route between Charleston and Savannah, Pocotaligo was later a stagecoach stop, and the former Van Bibber’s Tavern entertained many notables.  

During the Revolution, the British occupied Fort Balfour, which was here;; on April 13, 1781, without a shot having been fired, it was captured by Col. William Harden, a follower of Francis Marion.  Members of the Colonial militia, who had been forced by the British into the defense of the fort, recognized their friends in the handful of attackers and refused to fire on them.

During the Civil War the town was the scene of a number of skirmishes resulting from the efforts of Union soldiers to destroy the railroad between Charleston and Savannah.  The town was held by the Confederates until January 14, 1865, when it was abandoned at the approach of Sherman’s army.
