NEW METHODS OF DOING PUB-
LIC BUSINESS.

An Affidavit Must Be Attached to

Every Bill Azainst the Town and

& Fipance Commlittee Must En-

dorse it Before it Will Be Paild.

The commissioners are continuing to
have a great ‘deal of work done on the
roads. _ At their meeting on Friday night

 road bills to the amount of $289.64 were

passed. Theroad account has been over-
drawn nearly a thousand dollars, the
money to pay the road bills hating been’
borrowed from the ways and means zc-
count. The town's road money for last
fea; has not yet been paid over by Col-
ector Esek White. This amounts to
$2,400, and Town Clerk Harrison has
been instructed to notify Mr. White that
it ‘muost be paid over. Charles E,
Throckmorton had §966.43 on hand when-
the last meeting of the board was held,
but after paying the bills passed on Fri-
day pight the town has a balance of but
$410. 4 to its credit in the bank,

There is going to be a revolution in the
method of passing bills by the town au-
thorities, and the old method has been
thrown overboard. The first work of
the revolution was performed by Mr.
Throckmorton, the town treasurer.
Two or three bills’ had been passed in a
perfunctory way, only two of the com-
missioners having voted for them.

I have been told,” said Mr, Throck-
morton, ¢ that bills have not been legal-
Iy passed unless three votes have been
cast in favor of paying them. Ido not
propose to do anything that is illegal,
and I am not going to pay any more bills
unless at least three votes are cast in
favor of paying them.”

This brought Mr. Drohan to his feet.
He said he hadn’t voted to.pay a single

= bill since he had been in the board, be-

cause he didn’t believe in the way the
board was doing business. He said that

. all bills presented to the township com-

mittee or the board of freeholders had to
. be sworn to as being correct, and he
wouldn’t vote to pay any bills that were
not sworn to. He said the proper way
to do business was to have an affidavit
attached to each voucher, and then the
vouchers should be turned over to a
finance committee, who ought to be ap-
pointed by the chief commissioner, and
that the finance committee would then
.report to the full board whether the bills
were proper or not ; that then the town

_~" commlissioners could pass the bills and

the treasurer pay them. He said that

;. . this was the way he had always done

“business when he was in governing
boards of communities in the past, and
that this was the only proper way for
business to be transacted. -

. Mr. Warner also made a little speech.
He szid he thought a finance committee
cught to be appointed to whom all bills
should be referred, and that then they
shounld be referred back to the commis-
sioners for their action. He said that

- every bill ought to have an affidavit at-
‘tached from the -man to whom the
money was due to the effect that the
bill was' correct. That was the way
things were done in the school board, of
which he had been a member for a num-

“ber of years. He said the affidavit
was their security against charges that
the bill was not properly due.

Mr. Drohan declared -that the only
proper method was to call the roll on
every matter that came before the board.
Every resolution, or claim, or.license
should have a roll call and the result be
put in the minuates, so that there could
be no question at any time as to how
each member voted on any matter.

Mr. Warner announced that he would
appoint a committee of threeasa finance

. committee, to whom all bills should be
referred. The committee appointed

- consists ¢f Mr. Droban, Mr. Cooper and
-Mr. Woods. They will meet half an
hour hefore each regular meeting is held
in order to get the bills in shape for the
commissioners.

" The commissioners decided that bills
which had been passed would have to
be'passed over again. The gas bills, for
gas in the engine houses, were read.
They amounted to #16.40. One of the
bills called for payment for gas burned
in the winter and spring of 1891, and the
board thought it was wrong. They
wanted to send it back to the company

" tobe torrected and to be then presented
again at the next meeting. Mr. Drohan

.objected. Hesaid that it would be too
bad to have the gas cut off from the fire-

- men for a little thing like an errorin
the gas bill, and he moved that the bill
be passed, znd that before the check was
turned over to the company that the biil
be.corrected. This was carried, Mr,
Drohan voting for the bill.

Then the reading of the’ road bills
which had already been passed began
again. Mr, Drohan asked to be excused
from voting on them as he eaid he
cculdn't copscientiously do it because
‘there was no affidavit attached.” An-
drew Johnson’s bill for services, amount-
ing to §21, was tite firat billread. It had
been passed earlier in the evening, but
now all the commissioners seemed to be
afraid of it and nobody moved that it be
paid. Mr. Warner asked two or three
times what the commisgioners would do
with the bill but nope of the commis-
sioners replied. Finally George Woods
surnmoned up all his courage and moved
that it be paid. No other commissioner
seconded the motion. Mr. Drohan, hav-

--” ing eaid that he must be excused from
" voting because no affidavit was at-

tached, leaned back in his chair and

looked indifferent. Over a minute
passed and then Mr. Throckmorton sec-

. . onded the motion that Mr. Johnson get
his money for work done. The motion
having been regularly moved and second-
ed that Mr. Johnson's bill be paid, the
clerk was ordered to call theroll. Mr,
Droban and Mr, Coooper did not vote,
and Mr. Throckmorton and Mr., Woods
voted for the motion. That made only
two votes for the bill, and for-two or
three minutes it looked as thaugh Mr.
.Johnson wouldn’t get his money. At
last Mr. Warner said he would vote for
the bill, and that the clerk could put bim
down as having voted for it.  That made
the pecessary three votes. If Mr. John-
son was in the room he must have
drawn a long sigh of relief.

The pext bill was Wm. Estell’s. It
had about as hard a time as the first.
George Woods was evidently discour-
aged with his first etfort to get a bill
passed, and he didn’t make any more
motions to pay bills. Mr, Throckmorton
made the moticn to pay the bill this
time, bLut nobody seconded ‘it. The
gpectators waited to see what would be
done. Mr. Warner asked impatiently
opce or twice what the board proposed
doing. George Wouds scconded it after
waiting a little longer than it ook to
get his motion seconded. The motion

. was put but the clerk did not call theroll
this time. 1'wocommissionersvoted for
the bill. The motion was put over again
ard this time Mr. Cooper voted with Mr.
Woods and Mr. Throckmorton and Mr.
Estell was sure of his money.

Mr. Cooper, Mr. Drohan and the street
superintendent were appointed a com-
mittee to see which would be cheapest—
to fill up the old town well at the corner
of Broad and Front streets, or to cover
it with a six-inch flag-stone. Mr. Cooper

and that a public water fountain should
be put there. The well could then be
used to hold the drippings.

FIREWOREKS IN TOWN.

No Restriction on Their Sale This
Year.

An ordinance of  the town of Red
Baunk, passed nearly twenty years ago,
prohibits the shooting off of fireworks or
their sale anywhere in the town. The
law was stricily enforced for several
years, but gradually it fell into disuse,
although the sale of fireworks was still
under restriction. This year will-be the
first since the ordinance was passed that
people can do exactly as they please in the
matter of shooting off fireworks. It has
always been the custom of the commis-
sioners to issue orders to the marshals
to see that no fireworks were discharged
where they could possibly cause any
damage. The matter was brought up
at ‘the last meeting by Commissioner
Woods, who. referred to the ordinance
and asked if the customary orders in
relation to fireworks were to be given
to the marebals. Chief Commissioner
“Warner promptly replied that he had
already issued several insurance policies
on fireworks. None of the other com-
missioners apparertly wanted to take
any official action in opposition to the
chief commissioner’s business interests
and the matter was dropped.

The issuing of insurance policies on
fireworks by the chief commissioner,
and the lack of orders to the marshals,
does not render the ordinance void. It
simply will prevent interference on the
part of the officials. with people who
sell or discharge fireworks., Any one
who chooses can have any one else ar-
rested and fined for selling or shooting
off fireworks in thetown. A case based
on this ordinance was tried a couple of
years Or 80 ago, and the person making
the complaint won the suit. -

THE HIGHLANDS DRAW.

Delays in Opening it Tnder the New
Manpagzement, .

O1 July 21 a system of signals at the
Hizhland drawbridge will go into effect.
These signals have been in successful
operation on Newark bay and Hacken-
sack river for several years, and have
given general-satisfaction to masters of
vessels as well as the traveling public.
The law under which the system is)
operated was passed in 1881, and in bnef
is as follows:

It anthoriz=s the owners of bridges to
place a distance post in the stream five |
hundred yards distant from the bridge !

on eachside, and when a passenger train ,
has arrived within one mile of the bridge
it is the duty of the draw tender to rase :
a ball to the top of a pole on said bridge !
and to keep the ball in that position un- i
til such train has passed, and then to |
promptly lower it. It 1s made obl ga-
tory on masters of vessels not to pass the
distance posts, except at their own risk, ;

.of weather it is expected that the draw-
‘tender will exercise a wise dlscreuon to
prevent delays or_mishaps.

Since the railrad company has taken
charge of the draw at the Highlands
very little attention is given totheneeds
of boatmen. The meo employed at the
draw do about as they please so far as
opening the draw is concerned, and com-
plaints have been made by almost every
person who has occasion to go through
the draw.’” Small boats have bcen com-
pelled to ssil back and forth across the
river half a dozen times or more while
waiting for the draw to open, and ouly
skilifukmaneuvering and favorable con-
ditions of wind and tide have prevented
the boats from 1unning into the bridge.
It is nol only when trains are likely to
cross the bridge that the boats are kept
waiting, but the same thing happevs

The Republicans
supported the candidates honestly, but
the Republican who was running did

not get an equally honest support from’

the Democrats, and he was defeated,
although the two Little faction Demo-
crats were elected by very large ma-
jorities.

In 1881 the Little faction again de-
cided on the men who should be nomi-
nated, and again they were defeated in
the convention for their choice for sena-
tor, though they nominated their candi-
date for sheriff that year.
