The picture on the cover (areproduction of a photograph taken in 1987) was the home of John Watson Fran-
klin (b 30 March 1859 Trinity County, TX - d 31 August 1935 Sabine County, TX) & Mrs. Anna(Huffman)
Burkhalter Franklin. Itislocated in Hemphill, Sabine County, TX. John & hisfirst wife MelissaJane Renfro
married in Angelina County, TX in 1881. They lived in Angelina County, TX, Catahoula Parish, LA and
Sabine County, TX and were the parents of 6 children. They were living in Patroon, Sabine County, TX at
the time of her death in 1917. After the death of Melissa, John married Mrs. Anna (Huffman) Burkhalter -
awidow with several children. John & Annawere the parents of 2 children.

The home which still stands was built in 1922 on land that had been in the Huffman-Burkhalter family for
many years. It isafour room home...Two rooms across the front and two rooms across the back. The two
front rooms (equal in size) probably served as aliving room and abedroom. The two rooms across the back
(equal in size probably served as another bedroom and a kitchen. In later yeaesrig &pm this writers’
personal tour, that a bath and hallway (centrally located) was addedeaataken from thigvo back rooms.

Virgin pines were cut from the spot the house now stands and was taken to the nearby mill where the timber
was cut into suitable lumber for the construction of the home. The land was leveled and the home built by
John Watson Franklin. The total cost of construction was estimated to be under $1,000.00.

John farmed the land surrounding the home and before his death in 1935 the house was sold to other family
members and is not presently being lived in.

He had on a coon skin
cap with the tail hanging down the back. His coat was a deer skin with the hair on the outside and his pants
was a deer skin with the hair on the inside. His shoes were homemade. Grandma was a very tall woman.
When she was standing she could hold out her arm over Grandpa’s head. She weighed about 180 Ibs. She
wore a dress of hemp and a knit bonnet of wool. Men in those days wore shirts and no pants around their
homes and work. He taught his boys to hunt, fish and fight indians. They had a large family. His family
married off and left the farm. His wife died and he lived until he was 92 yrs old and d with heart trouble.
His children’s names were: Joe, my father, James; Henry; Bird; Abe, Jr; Mahala and Polly.” This is a puzzle
because we find Abel Franklin married to Elizabeth Jeffries executing a deed to her brother for the Copper
Creek Property.

In the 1850 Census for Floyd
County, KY in dwelling and family #796 with Abel Franklin 53, and Elizabeth 50 is Bird 19 and
Abel 17. Could it be that the Bird listed above living in the Preston HH is this same Bird listed here
in Floyd County with his parents. | think it is possible that a person could be counted twice.

Obituary: Lucy A. Franklin
was b in Warren @unty, IN, March 8, 1835, and died at her home in this place Sunday night April
30th at 12.

She was united in marriage to John Franklin, December 4, 1852. To this union were b 8 children
five of whom are living. Soon aft their marriage she with her husband came to this county, abt 4

miles southwest of Brook, where they lived until they moved here fourteen years ago, where she
was called upon to give up her husband 7 years ago last January.

Eleven years ago she with her husband joined the United Brethren Church and has lived a consistent
christian until called home. Funeral services, conducted by Rev. Mrs. Noble, was held in the U.B.
Church Wednesday afternoon at two o’clock, aft which the remagéns interred in the Roberts
Cemetery.

Following is a biographical history of the family, compiled under the direction of Uncle John a
number of years before his death.

“John Franklin is the son of John & Elanor (Riggs) Franklin. His father was b in VA, and his mother
in Pennsylvania. The parents moved to Ross County, OH in 1797. His father was a farmer. The
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subject of this sketch was b Sept 5, 1818. When he was twelve years of age, his father died, and his
mother removed to Randol ph County, IN, where heworked on afarm until twenty-two years of age.
